Major General Hooker. 
 
So far as we can make out here the enemy have Milroy surrounded at Winchester, and Tyler at Martinsburg. 
If they could hold out for a few days, could you help them? If the head of Lee's army is at Martinsburg, and 
the tail of it on the Plank road between Fredericksburg & Chancellorsville, the animal must be very slim 
somewhere. Could you not break him?
